Billing Codes
Physician Evaluation and Management (E&M) CPT-4 codes for initial hospital care (99221 – 99223), subsequent hospital care and discharge (99231 – 99233, 99238, 99239), office consultation (99241 – 99245) and inpatient consultation (99251 – 99255) are used for billing adult and pediatric subacute care.
