Clinics are allowed to charge recipients a fee for medical or dental encounters rendered to adults, if applicable, based on the clinic’s existing sliding fee scale.  The fee should be noted in the Share of Cost (SOC) fields on the UB-04 claim form (fields 39 through 41).  No fee may be charged for medical or dental encounters as a result of a CHDP health assessment.  All other fields of the claim form should be 
completed in a manner consistent with the Medi-Cal program 
requirements and provisions.  (Refer to the UB-04 Completion:  Outpatient Services section of this manual for more information.)

When billing for CHDP services, a separate claim form must be used for non-CHDP services provided on the same date.  Payment will be denied if clinics claim CHDP and other services for the same date of service on one claim form.

If an EAPC recipient is retroactively determined to be 
Medi-Cal-eligible subsequent to billing EAPC, a Claims Inquiry Form (CIF) must be submitted to the Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) Fiscal Intermediary (FI) to void the previous EAPC payment 
transaction.
